Staff Devotions 

Jamila Leggett 
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As you engage in a little spiritual summer reading, here are some important principles to keep in mind 
when handling the Scriptures: 

 

All of Holy Writ points to Christ.  Jesus is the key that opens up the Scriptures because He is the 
Living Word.  Whether you are in the Old Testament that promises a Savior or in the New 
Testament that glories in His precious life, death, and resurrection, the Holy Spirit will constantly 
be pointing you back to Jesus. 

The main guiding principle of the Bible is justification by faith.  We are saved by grace through 
faith in Jesus Christ!  As you read through the lens of justification (being made right with God on 
account of Jesus), you can approach God in confidence as His dearly loved child.  By trusting in 
His great love for you, you can be open to what your Heavenly Father has to say. 

There are two main teachings in the Bible: Law and Gospel.  The Law tells us what to do or not 
to do, while the Gospel proclaims all that God has done for us in Jesus.  The Law shows us our 
sin while the Gospel shows us our Savior.  The Law not only condemns, but it also guides us on 
how we should live as Godôs people.  Yet even in this instance we need the Gospel, for it is only 
by the work of the Holy Spirit that our lives will bear fruit.  Always be conscious of what you are 
reading, Law or Gospel, and you will get a sense of what the Spirit is revealing to you. 

Scripture interprets Scripture.  When you run across a passage that is difficult to understand or 
seems contrary to what we believe, always step back and look at it from the totality of Scripture.  
Other verses will help to shine light on difficult passages.  Of course, this is where a good 
commentary can help as well as Bible teachers can point you to other Scripture passages for 
clarity.  I strongly recommend you purchase The Lutheran Study Bible from www.cph.org.  Itôs an 
investment that you will treasure for years to come! 

Consider using a Bible Journal.  I have been writing down my impressions of the Bible for over a 
decade now (I have filled up about five journals!).  Luther talked about ñwrestling with Godò as 
you study the Scriptures and writing down your impressions after reading the Bible is a good way 
of applying Godôs Word to your life.  It helps you to sort through all the ñstuffò thatôs going on 
inside of you so that you can look outward to Godôs promises that alone can give you confidence 
and hope. 

 

Whether you read or listen to the Scriptures this summer, I encourage you to join the prophet in saying, 
ñYour words became to me a joy and the delight of my heart, for I am called by your name, 

O Lord, God of hosts.ò (Jeremiah 15:16)
